Dear fellow Friesian owner,

We are pleased to know that you will be attending our Friesian inspection in Morristown, TN. on Wednesday, October 6th, 2010. The Walter’s State Great Smoky Mountain Expo Center is a fantastic facility with a large outdoor arena, a new bright cover-all arena, as well as a huge indoor coliseum to present our horses (rain or shine!). We plan to use the cover-all arena again this year with any IBOP’s in one of the other arenas depending on the weather. The barns have safe 12’x12’ stalls and there is ample parking. Outdoor wash racks are available for your use as well. Full hook-up camper sites are available for $ 20.00 / night. Stalls will be $25 and bedding will be available for         $ 6.00/bag, please pre-order or bring your own. The cost of the facility will be shared among the competitors.


Walter’s State Great Smoky Mountain Expo Center is located less than a mile from interstate 81 in TN., directly between Knoxville and Bristol. The exit is #8, follow signs from there. It is on the east side of the interstate and can be seen from the highway. Their address is 1615 Pavillion Dr. White Pine, TN 37890 (865-674-6000)

I have secured a managers discount rate at the Holiday Inn (423-587-2400) for $94.95 plus tax. This hotel is within a mile of the Expo Center and directly across the interstate. They are now offering a “cook to order” breakfast from 6-10:30 AM. as part of your stay. They also allow pets for a fee of $25, have free internet and have smoking rooms available. The Super 8 is also close, 423-318-8888, and their rate is $59.95 plus tax. Just mention that you are involved in the Friesian Inspection to get these rates. Be sure to make your reservations soon. If you need other options please don’t hesitate to contact me.

The barns will be open to move in any time after noon on Tuesday the 5th. A vet will be on call and a farrier will be on the premises Wednesday. If you need to layover Monday or Wednesday please contact me directly to make arrangements. The Expo Center was kind enough to squeeze our inspection in between a HUGE Walking Horse show and a rodeo so please understand if there is some traffic.

Please plan to attend our  “barn party “ in the hallway of the barn Tuesday evening at 7:00. We hope to have the judges and runners in attendance, lots of good food, and plenty in common. Bring yourself and your guests, your questions, and an appetite.  The Expo Center will be catering a light “finger food” dinner for us. We are also putting out a few tables dedicated to a proud display of pictures and scrapbooks of our equine loved ones, framed or not, Friesian or not. I’m sure there are a few token Arabians among us… Anyone willing to provide some sort of entertainment feel free to get in touch with me.

I am in the process of securing a photographer and do not plan to have a videographer so be sure to pack your cameras. 

We will once again have a superb silent auction sponsored by FHAME so be sure to get involved. If you would like to donate an item please let them know. 

Our runners this year are in business for themselves. Their fee is $75 / horse or mare/foal. We had to hire a chaser/whip as well, $10/run. They must be paid in cash. I will sell runners tickets at check-in so please bring cash. They are worth EVERY penny! You do of course, have the option to present your own horse if you prefer. I am working on getting bio’s from the runners and whip so you can see their qualifications. 

The inspection will begin promptly at 9:00 (unless the judges tell me otherwise) The schedule for the day will be included in your packet. The order of go will likely be the same order as the program but the judges have the final say. There are 30+ horses expected so far, our day will be tight. We will also have 2 ridden IBOP tests. Do not be late. Also remember that mares that make ster must be measured and may be invited back for crown. If time allows the judges would like to visit and answer questions with all of us before they are swept off to their next destination. 

I have contacted the local magazines, newspapers and TV media so with luck we will be able to promote our beloved horses and passion for the Friesian breed itself. Maybe we will make the 6:00 news!
